® According to the 2001 Roper Youth Report, morekids and teenagers head to church in any given
week than surf the Web, see a movie, hang out at parties, or visit the mall.
® The numbers represent a 7% increase over the previousyear.
® Other findings from the pall:
® 53% of respondentsranked religion and spiritudity among their top persond interests.
® 28% reported participating in church groups,
® by comparison, just 20% played after-school sports.
® 58% said churchesand religious groups are an important influence on their mord vaues.

=» What | hope to accomplish in thislesson:

® show you how easy it isto teach the gospel to someone — many obey the Lord without doctrind rebutta —
the lesson just lays our the truth from God' sword

» #2 Beforethelesson starts:
=» Chit-chat: Get acquainted conver sation.
® spend afew minutes getting to know each other
® write down names of anyone you don't know, so you don't forget their name
® ax, “Areyou going to church right now?’
® non-offensve way to gain ingght into what objections may be brought up - usudly none are
® ask about family, kids, how long married, etc.
® non-offendgve way to gain ingght into whether marriage issues will be brought up

=» Summary: Inabout 5 minutes of conversaion, you can learn if you'll be faced with any mgor road blocks, so that
you can anticipate them and address them with God’ s word during the lesson.

review: chit-chat for about 5 minutesto gain ingght into possible roadblocks
next: the lesson



» #3 Thelesson: (about 45 minutes, e.g., sudy with Kétie)
=» Why are we going through the home Bible study lesson, at church?
® ddersfdt that the congregation needed to seeit in action
® not that you have to use thislesson, but it isthe one | use and have had good success with
® e how easy it isto teach someone the gospel
seewha I'll do if | come to your house for a home study, at least with the first lesson
® copies download from my web ste, BibleStudyGuide.org
® hopeto put no church site, when we get it reworked

=» Procedure:
® young men read the Scriptures
® Allan give background info, like home study
® show the question and answer of the PP

=» Summarizelesson: likeahome study — have everyone look at their paper

- Ask:
® Do you sill want to be baptized?
e for those who expressed a desire during the lesson to be baptized
® \What do you think?
® seaing if any questions, give them a chance to tell you what they think and express a desire to obey
® Do you have any questions?
® probing for objections, if the student does't want to be baptized immediately
e \Would you liketo obey God s word and be baptized?
® hringing up the subject of obedience, in case they are too shy

-» Purpose of the Home Bible lesson:
® present God sword
® give othersthe opportunity to obey God, if they desire
® never to pressure

review: chit-chat for about 5 minutes to gain ingght into possible roadblocks, go through the lesson
next: after the lesson



> #4 After the lesson:
=» if not want to be baptized:
® chit-chat for afew minutes
e ak: Would you like to get together for another Bible study?
® if yes schedule next sudy
e if not: thank them for having you over, let them know you're available to sudy if they would like to Sudy in
the future

=3 if they want to be baptized:
® review the lesson, asto what Jesus commands
e akif they believe, have repented (give examples), bdieve Jesusis God's Son
® make arrangements to baptize them

® mog of thetime there aren’t any magjor objections
® mog of thetime, if sSomeone does't want to obey after the first lesson, they will after another lesson or so
